1. The duration of our CSA season is 16 weeks.  The exact start date is weather-dependent.  The expected start date will be around the last week of May or first week of June.  We will notify you via e-mail and telephone of the exact start date.  Once the CSA begins, weekly pickups will continue for 16 consecutive weeks.  In addition to the 16-week CSA, we expect to offer a Fall CSA share.  The exact dates of the Fall CSA Share and additional costs will be provided in September.
2. Your payment for the 16 week season is due in full by May 1, 2011.  Your payment is non-refundable.  
3. We allow one pickup day change per customer and one vacation per customer.  Please see #4 and #5 below for our rules on pickup day changes and vacation schedules.  If at any time you would like to make arrangements for a friend to pickup your CSA share, please feel free to do so.  This is actually very helpful to us.
4. Scheduled Pickup Day Change - When you complete the CSA application, you will select a pickup day, on either Wednesday or Friday from 5-8 pm at our home.  You are responsible for picking up your share on your selected pickup day.  We allow one pickup day change per customer, which must be coordinated with us one week in advance.  Please do not request a different pickup day unless you have scheduled with us at least one week in advance.  Pickup day changes that are not coordinated one week in advance will be considered a missed pickup and your share for that week is gone.
5. Vacation – We allow one vacation week per customer, which must be coordinated with us one week in advance.  If you will be on vacation or unable to pick up a share one week, please provide us with notice one week in advance.  You will be allowed to receive a double share the week before or the week after your vacation.  Vacations that are not coordinated one week in advance will be considered a missed pickup and your share for that week is gone.
6. If you miss your pickup, your share is gone for that week.  We do not offer refunds.  
7. Pick up times are from 5-8 pm, no earlier and no later.  If you miss your pickup, your share is gone for that week.  We do not offer refunds.
8. You are responsible for returning your produce box each week.  Your produce share will be packaged in ½ bushel produce boxes.  When you pick up your weekly share, please remember to return the box from the previous week. 
9. Pickup Location – All pickups will be at our home, which is located at 357 Liberty Bell Lane (two story brown house located past Happy Valley Greenhouse).  Please recognize that this is our home.  Pickup times are from 5-8 pm to provide you with flexibility while also being respectful of our personal schedules.  
10. Produce Selection – We package all CSA shares the same.  We package all CSA shares in the same size box (1/2 bushel) and with the same quantity of produce for each customer.  We understand that everyone has preferences, likes and dislikes.  On most weeks, especially during the middle of the growing season, we will have additional produce available to you in a “market style” on your pickup day.  In addition to your CSA share box, you will be able to pick and choose from this market style set up.  If you would like additional produce from the available produce bins, you are welcome to it free of charge.  If there is something in your CSA share box that you do not like, you can swap it out for something that you do like.  The market style set up may not be available every week and is available on a first come-first serve basis.  The “market style” set up is only available to CSA customers during your scheduled CSA pickup day.      
11. Produce Quantity – We package all CSA shares in the same size box (1/2 bushel) and with the same quantity of produce for each customer.  Our goal is to provide you with a selection of fresh, high-quality produce that is equivalent to a $20 retail value per week (for half-share customers) and $40 retail value per week (for full-share customers).  On most weeks, especially during the middle of the growing season, we will have additional produce available to you in a “market style” setting.  If you would like additional produce from the market setup, you are welcome to it free of charge.
12. CSA Shares includes Vegetables and Herbs Only.  Fruit will be available throughout the season at an additional charge.  We will send an e-mail each week, on Sunday or Monday with the vegetables included in the weekly share.  Throughout the season, we will have fruit available for additional purchase.  We will detail the type of fruit available and the cost in the weekly e-mail.  Please call or e-mail to let us know if you would like to purchase fruit.  The fruit will be included in your CSA share and you will pay at your CSA pickup.  This will be on an honor system and we ask that you please bring exact change.
13. If you would like additional produce for a special event or for freezing or canning, please let us know and we will be happy to provide you with an estimated cost.
